Define Outcome:

Assessment Methods:
1. School Psychology Praxis Exam — ETS test that measures candidate’s knowledge and
professional practice in School Psychology.
2. Comprehensive Exam - a written examination administered by the candidate’s advisory
committee—typically composed of three faculty members—measuring the candidate’s
knowledge gained from various program coursework

Criteria for Success (Thresholds for Assessment Methods):
We have met the 100% pass rate for both the PRAXIS and Comprehensive Exam for (at least)
the past 5 years. Ideally, we'd continue to meet that pass rate.



Results and Analysis:
We had four students take the School Psychology Praxis this year; all four passed and scored
above the state average:

This year, two of our EdS students took the Comprehensive Exam, though only one student
passed. This does show a decrease in pass rate from previous years:

Use of Results to Improve Outcomes:

One EdS student did not pass their Comprehensive Exam this year. However, this student had
elected to take the exam earlier than necessary, even though it was not their last semester of
the program. In fact, some of the essential content for the Exam comes from coursework they
had yet to complete. We have spoken with the student and provided feedback that will help
them better prepare for their Fall re-take.



Summative Evaluation:

Our EdS program remains strong, with just a single student not meeting our established criteria
for success. The growing demand for professionals in these fields reminds us that we must
maintain these standards so that we can serve our communities' needs.

Assessment Plan Changes:

We do anticipate hiring a new School Psychologist in the coming year, as that degree program
has been down a faculty member since Dr. Jann Cupp's retirement in 2022. It's very likely the
new program coordinator will want to revise the program of study, and with that may come
changes to assessments, criteria for success, and so on.
